The Middle School Swim team capped an impres-
sive season as both the girlsô and boysô team won 
the 2nd annual Ranney Invitational on February 
24, 2010. In taking 1st, Ranney scored a combined 
980 points to defeat Pingry. Both teams were vic-
torious over other schools that included Montclair 
Kimberley Academy, Pennington, Wardlaw-
Hartridge and Oak Hill.  

With the eventôs close, it was determined that 
Ranney had broken six meet records and nine 
school records. Charlie Sabaitis ô14 led the 
charge this year, breaking three individual re-
cords. In addition, he was part of all three relay 
records. Sixth grader Zach DiGiaro and class-
mate Chris Centrella joined Sabaitis and Sean 
Callahan ô15 as they broke the schoolôs 100 Med-
ley Relay record. DiGiaro , Callahan and  
Sabaitis then teamed up with Ronald  
Geraghty ô14 to break the 100 Free Relay record. 

On the girlsô side, Madison Boyan  ô14 shone 
through as she earned top times in several events 

this season and broke two meet records at the 
Invitational. She was joined by fellow eighth grad-
ers and stand-out swimmers Caroline  
Korey , Jillian Sallustio  and sixth grader 
Audra Smires as they beat the 200 Free Relay 
record in a time of just 2:13.39. Along with 
Boyan , Korey and Smires were recognized as 
individual champions at the Invitational in the 50 
Freestyle and 50 Backstroke, respectively. 

The Panthers finished the regular season on top as 
well, with a 9-0 record. This perfect season was 
highlighted with quality wins over Newark Acad-
emy, Metuchen and Oak Hill. Overall, the teamôs 
tremendous depth led to key points collected dur-
ing the dual-meet season as well as at the Ranney 
Invitational.
